NEEDLES
1 pair 23/4mm (no 12) (US 2) needles
1 pair 31/4mm (no 10) (US 3) needles

48

TENSION
28 sts and 36 rows to 10 cm measured over st st using 31/4mm (US 3) needles.

SPECIAL ABBREVIATIONS
M1L = make one stitch by picking up horizontal loop before next stitch 
from front and knitting into back of it; M1R = make one stitch by picking 
up with left needle and from behind, the horizontal loop before next stitch, 
and knitting into front of it.

BACK
Using 23/4mm (US 2) needles cast on 137 [151: 167: 185: 205] sts.
Row 1 (RS): P1 [2: 0: 1: 2], K3 [3: 1: 3: 3], P3, *K3, P3, rep from * to last 
4 [5: 1: 4: 5] sts, K3 [3: 1: 3: 3], P1 [2: 0: 1: 2].
Row 2: K1 [2: 0: 1: 2], P3 [3: 1: 3: 3], K3, *P3, K3, rep from * to last 4 [5: 1: 
4: 5] sts, P3 [3: 1: 3: 3], K1 [2: 0: 1: 2].
These 2 rows form rib.
Cont in rib for a further 9 rows, ending with WS facing for next row.
Row 12 (WS): Rib 44 [45: 47: 50: 51], place marker, rib 49 [61: 73: 85: 103], 
place marker, rib 44 [45: 47: 50: 51].
Change to 31/4mm (US 3) needles.
Slipping markers as you go, now work in patt as folls: 
Row 1 (RS): Rib to 2 sts before marker, K2tog, K2, yfwd, K to 2 sts before 
next marker, yfwd, K2, sl 1, K1, psso, rib to end.
Row 2: Rib to 1 st before marker, P1, P to next marker, P1, rib to end.
These 2 rows form patt. 
Cont in patt until the foll row has been worked and markers have been 
removed:
Next row: K2tog, K2, yfwd, K to last 4 sts, yfwd, K2, sl 1, K1, psso.
Beg with a P row, now work 1 [3: 3: 1: 1] rows in st st, ending with RS facing 
for next row.
(Back should meas approx 27 [28: 29: 30: 31] cm).
Shape for sleeves
Next row (RS): K2, M1L, K to last 2 sts, M1R, K2. 139 [153: 169: 187: 207] sts.
Working increases as set by last row, inc 1 st at each end of 2nd and foll 
2 alt rows, then on foll 3 rows, ending with RS facing for next row. 
151 [165:181: 199: 219] sts.

Cast on 11 sts at beg of next 2 rows, then 18 sts at beg of foll 2 rows, ending 
with RS facing for next row. 209 [223: 239: 257: 277] sts.
Place markers at both ends of last row to denote base of armhole openings.
Cont straight until work meas 19 [20: 21: 22: 23] cm from markers, ending 
with RS facing for next row.
Shape shoulders and back neck
Next row (RS): K to last 9 [10: 10: 11: 13] sts, wrap next st (by slipping 
next st from left needle to right needle, taking yarn to opposite side of work 
between needles and then slipping same st back onto left needle - when 
working back across wrapped sts, work the wrapping loop and the wrapped 
st tog as one st) and turn.
Next row: P to last 9 [10: 10: 11: 13] sts, wrap next st and turn.
Next row: K to last 18 [20: 20: 22: 26] sts, wrap next st and turn.
Next row: P to last 18 [20: 20: 22: 26] sts, wrap next st and turn.
Next row: K to last 27 [30: 30: 33: 39] sts, wrap next st and turn.
Next row: P to last 27 [30: 30: 33: 39] sts, wrap next st and turn.
Next row (RS): K50 [54: 60: 66: 69] and turn, leaving rem sts on a holder. 
77 [84: 90: 99: 108] sts.
Work each side of neck separately.
Next row: P2tog tbl, P to last 36 [40: 40: 45: 52] sts, wrap next st and turn.
Next row: K to last 2 sts, K2tog. 75 [82: 88: 97: 106] sts.
Next row: P2tog tbl, P to last 45 [50: 51: 57: 65] sts, wrap next st and turn.
Next row: K to last 2 sts, K2tog. 73 [80: 86: 95: 104] sts.
Next row: P2tog tbl, P to last 54 [60: 62: 69: 78] sts, wrap next st and turn.
Next row: K to last 2 sts, K2tog. 71 [78: 84: 93: 102] sts.
Next row: P to last 63 [69: 73: 81: 90] sts, wrap next st and turn.
Next row: K8 [9: 11: 12: 12].
Break yarn and leave sts on a holder.
With RS facing, slip centre 55 [55: 59: 59: 61] sts onto a holder, rejoin yarn 
to rem sts, K to last 36 [40: 40: 45: 52] sts, wrap next st and turn.
Complete to match first side, reversing shapings.

FRONT
Work as given for back until 14 [14: 18: 18: 22] rows less have been worked 
than on back to beg of shoulder shaping, ending with RS facing for next 
row.
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
