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STRIPE SEQUENCE
Rows 1 to 4: Using yarn B.
Rows 5 to 8: Using yarn C.
These 8 rows form stripe sequence and are repeated throughout. 

SIDE SECTION (make 2)
Using 2¾mm (US 2) needles and yarn A, cast on 37 [41: 41: 43: 
43: 45: 45] sts.
Row 1 (RS): *K1, P1, rep from * to last st, K1.
Row 2: *P1, K1, rep from * to last st, P1.
These 2 rows form rib.
Work 12 rows more in rib, dec 1 st at end of last row and ending 
with RS facing for next row. 36 [40: 40: 42: 42: 44: 44] sts.
Change to 3¼mm (US 3) needles.
Break off yarn A and join in yarns B and C.
Beg with a K row and stripe row 1, now work in st st in stripe 
sequence (see above) throughout as folls:
Inc 1 st at each end of next 1 [1: 3: 3: 5: 3: 7] rows, then on foll 
10 [10: 9: 10: 9: 11: 9] alt rows. 58 [62: 64: 68: 70: 72: 76] sts.
Cont until side section meas 13 [15: 18: 21: 24: 28: 32] cm, ending 
with WS facing for next row.
Inc 1 st at each end of next 3 rows, ending with RS facing for next 
row. 64 [68: 70: 74: 76: 78: 82] sts.
Place markers at each end of last row. 
Cont until side section meas approx 17 [17: 17: 18: 18: 18: 19] cm 
from markers, ending with stripe row 4 or 8 and with RS facing 
for next row.
Cast off. 

MAKING UP
Press as described on the information page.
Join sections at front and back seams from cast-off edge to markers, 
using back stitch or mattress stitch if preferred.
Waistband
With RS facing, using 2¾mm (US 2) circular needle and yarn A, 
beg and ending at back seam, pick up and knit 128 [136: 140: 
148: 152: 156: 164] sts evenly around cast-off edges.
Round 1 (RS): *K1, P1, rep from * to end.
This round forms rib.
Cont in rib until waistband meas 6cm. 
Cast off in rib.
Pocket
Using 3¼mm (US 3) needles and yarn A, cast on 12 [14: 14: 16: 
16: 18: 18] sts.
Beg with a K row work in st st as folls: 
Inc 1 st at each end of next 2 rows. 16 [18: 18: 20: 20: 22: 22] sts.
Work 16 [18: 18: 22: 22: 26: 26] rows, inc 1 st at end of last row, and 
ending with RS facing for next row. 17 [19: 19: 21: 21: 23: 23] sts.
Change to 2¾mm (US 2) needles.
Beg with 1st row of rib as given for ankle cuffs work 5 rows, ending 
with WS facing for next row. 
Cast off in rib on WS.
See information page for finishing instructions.
