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Special Abbreviations
loop 1 = K next st but leave st on left needle, bring yarn to 

front of work between needles and wrap yarn round thumb of 
left hand, take yarn back to WS of work between needles and 
K st on left needle again slipping it off left needle, lift 2nd st on 
right needle over first st and off right needle, leaving a loop of 
yarn on RS of work - after next row has been worked, gently 
pull on loop to tighten work; beaded loop 1 = work as for 

“loop 1” (above) but slide a bead along yarn so it “sits” within 
the loop. 

Pattern note: Take care to ensure each dec of patt is matched 
by an inc. If there are insufficient sts to work both, work end 

sts of rows in st st.

BACK
Thread beads onto yarn. 
Using 4mm (US 6) needles cast on 145 [154: 160: 169: 178: 190: 199: 208] sts 
loosely.
Row 1 (WS): P1, *P2tog, P1, rep from * to end. 
97 [103: 107: 113: 119: 127: 133: 139] sts.
Beg and ending rows as indicated, cont in patt from chart for 
body as folls:
Cont straight until chart row 106 has been completed, ending 
with RS facing for next row.
Keeping patt correct, dec 1 st at each end of next and 8 foll 6th 
rows. 79 [85: 89: 95: 101: 109: 115: 121] sts. 
Work 15 rows, ending after chart row 170 and with RS facing 
for next row.
Inc 1 st at each end of next and 2 foll 12th rows, taking inc sts 
into patt. 85 [91: 95: 101: 107: 115: 121: 127] sts.
Work 17 rows, ending after chart row 212 and with RS facing 
for next row. (Back should meas approx 82 cm.)
Shape raglan armholes
Keeping patt correct, cast off 3 sts at beg of next 2 rows. 
79 [85: 89: 95: 101: 109: 115: 121] sts.**
Dec 1 st at each end of next 1 [3: 5: 11: 13: 19: 25: 29] rows, then 
on foll 9 [9: 9: 6: 6: 4: 1: 0] alt rows. 
59 [61: 61: 61: 63: 63: 63: 63] sts.
Work 1 row, ending after chart row 234 [236: 238: 238: 240: 242: 242: 244] 
and with RS facing for next row.
Break yarn and leave sts on a holder.

FRONT
Work as given for back to **. 
Sizes 10, 12, 14, 16, 18, 20 and 22 only
Dec 1 st at each end of next – [2: 4: 4: 6: 8: 8: 10] rows, ending 
with RS facing for next row. - [81: 81: 87: 89: 93: 99: 101] sts.
All sizes
Shape front neck
Next row (RS): K2tog, patt 15 [15: 15: 18: 18: 20: 21: 21] sts 
and turn, leaving rem sts on a holder. 16 [16: 16: 19: 19: 21: 22: 22] sts.
Work each side of back separately. (Note: Front neck shaping is 
NOT shown on chart.)
Keeping patt correct, dec 1 st at neck edge of next 8 rows, then 
on foll alt row and at same time dec 1 st at raglan armhole
