Using 23⁄4mm (US 2) needles cast on 129 [135: 141: 149:

Row 1 (RS): K1, *P1, K1, rep from * to end.
Row 2: P1, *K1, P1, rep from * to end.
These 2 rows form rib.
Work in rib for a further 29 rows, ending with WS 
facing for next row.

Shape armholes
Keeping patt correct, cast off 14 [16: 16: 18: 18: 20: 20: 
22] sts at beg of next 2 rows. 
156 [160: 168: 176: 188: 196: 208: 216] sts.
Dec 1 st at each end of next 5 [5: 7: 7: 9: 9: 11: 11] rows, 
then on foll 5 [5: 5: 6: 7: 8: 9: 10] alt rows, then on 2 foll 
4th rows. 132 [136: 140: 146: 152: 158: 164: 170] sts.
Cont straight until armhole meas 21 [21: 22: 22: 23: 23:

Shape shoulders and back neck
